MENTAL HEALTH PROJECT CRITERIA
All Colebrook Housing Society (CHS) projects are funded by Supporting People and as such follow the criteria set out by them. Specifically; all projects are for people with mental health needs and accepting support is a condition of all accommodation. The support available is “housing related” support i.e. CHS enable’s someone to gradually learn the skills to live independently. We are unable to provide ongoing/long term support with one particular task such as shopping, cooking, managing money etc. but work together on a needs led support plan to gain the skills that can be used after the service has finished. We are unable to provide social support, personal care or counselling. All clients are expected to look at move-on options during their time with us and engage with support to work towards independence. Staffing is flexible in our projects to meet the changing needs of clients. All projects are staffed by the Accommodation Services Team who are available everyday (at hours suitable to the needs of the clients living there at the time) with emergency telephone support outside of these hours.

	Amity Place, Greenbank, Plymouth 
Amity Place provides purpose built accommodation for 7 adults.  It is situated in the Greenbank area with easy access to local amenities and other resources for those with mental health problems.  Each client has their own self contained flat comprising of a bedroom, lounge, kitchen and bathroom and is responsible for their own utility bills.  Communal areas include a lounge, kitchen, laundry and attractive courtyard, enabling clients to mix together, whilst retaining the independence of their own tenancy. 
As this is a popular model of independent living and there tends to be a waiting list for Amity Place.
	

	Duncan House, Lower Fore Street , Saltash - 2 year stay limit 

Duncan House is perfectly placed for those who prefer to avoid the busy pace of city life, whilst still retaining easy access to the essential amenities.  This large listed building is situated in Saltash. The property has a large garden with a pond, summerhouse and good views of the river Tamar. The project accommodates 6 clients in self contained flats, each with all the necessary facilities, in addition to a large communal kitchen / lounge. Clients are responsible for paying their own utility bills which allows them to achieve greater independence. The project is staffed everyday at times based on project/client need.

Priority is given to those who come from Cornwall.
	

	Mildmay Street, Greenbank, Plymouth 
This project is situated in the Greenbank area of Plymouth and can accommodate four people, each having their own bedroom, whilst sharing the kitchen, lounge, bathroom facilities and outside patio area. In addition, there is a staff office and utility bills are included in the weekly rent.  The house has convenient access to shops, post office and community mental health resources.  Staff are at the project for half a day during the week however the times will be based on the needs of the clients/ project. This enables clients to be fully independent with the reassurance that staff can be available if needed. 
	


	North Cross, Plymouth 
The project offers accommodation on three floors for 10 clients.  Each person has a separate bedroom whilst all other facilities – bathroom, large kitchen, lounge and laundry room - are shared.  All rooms in the project are fully furnished and equipped.  A client controlled telephone door entry system is in operation, including CCTV for security. Staff support is available every day during the week and for a couple of hours on the weekend at times suitable to the needs of the clients living there. All utility bills are included in the rent and the project is situated near to the city centre and railway station. 
	

	Seaton Avenue, Mutley, Plymouth 
Seaton Avenue is situated in the busy community of Mutley Plain.  The project provides accommodation for 7 men or women.  Clients each have their own bedroom and share a communal kitchen, bathrooms, lounge and garden.  All utility bills are included in the weekly rent.  One member of staff is based at the project every day during the week, and for a couple of hours on the weekend at times suitable to the needs of the clients living there.  
	

	Stanley House, Staddon Terrace Lane, Plymouth 

Stanley House offers accommodation to 16 clients.  All clients have separate bedrooms which are arranged on two floors, all fully furnished and equipped.  Each room has a wash basin and a refrigerator.  Ample power points and TV sockets are fitted plus an individual telephone door entry system, with CCTV for security.  Each floor has a communal bathroom, toilet and shower facilities.  The remainder of the accommodation is comprised of a well equipped kitchen, dining room, laundry and drying facilities.  There is a large communal lounge with a conservatory and a pool table. The staff office is on the ground floor and support is available every day during the week and for a couple of hours over the weekend at times suitable to the needs of the clients living there. Stanley house is situated near the city centre and train station. 


	

	Other services
· All projects have access to a 24hr Out of Hours service which runs 365 days a year. This service provides support and back up during the evening and is available for emergencies after Midnight.
